« Emotional abuses (such as
humi|iation, repu|sion, fear,
nervousness)

« Financial abuse

« Threats of violence and retaliation

« Damaging properties, smashing
furnitures,

« Harming the household

Or enforcement of women living with
domestic violence, including:

« Telling you intimidating language,
leaving you with fear and baning
places where you can or cannot go.

« Lowering your persona|ity,
criticizing and offending you in
public.

« Forcing you to have unwanted sex,
pain or humiliation ......
